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1. Launch the SolidNetwork License Administrator and Stop the server.
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2. Uninstall the current version through Add/Remove Programs

3. Navigate to C:\Program Files, and delete the folder ñSolidNetWork License 

Managerò.  

4. Put the DVD in the server computer.  If the server does not have a DVD 

drive, put the DVD in a computer on the network and ñshareò the DVD drive.  

Explore the DVD and open the ñswlicmgrò folder and run the setup.exe
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5. Enter your network serial number (3rddigit is ñ1ò) and hit Next.  
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6. Set the installation path (default is okay for most) and hit Next.
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7. Install the desired supported language(s).  English is the only installed 

language by default.  Then click Next.
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8. Click Install  
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9. Launch the SNL and click ñYesò to activate now.
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10. The Computer Name and Port Number are set automatically and default 

port is okay for the majority of users. Click Next.
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11. Choose the activation method and enter a contact email.  Automatic is the 

faster and easier of the two.  Click Next.  
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12. With a reliable internet connection and communication to the server, the 

product should activate. Click Finish.  The license server setup is finished.
